International Study Tours for 
conductors offer choral conductors
the opportunity to
• visit atelier rehearsals and 

the work of the atelier 
conductors

• prepare and discuss these visits 
together with a conductor who 
is at the same time the “guide” 
of the group and the director of 
the Study Tour

• meet the atelier conductors for 
discussion rounds

• in some cases: attend 
presentations and lectures by 
different conductors on specific 
repertoire or styles

• in some cases: meet composers 
of the host country

• learn more about the choral 
life and repertoire of the host 
country

Conductors can therefore discover
new repertoire, meet colleagues
and composers and expand their
knowledge of the choral life of the
host country. These are not conduc-
ting courses and will normally not
contain practical conducting les-
sons – conductors interested in a
more practical approach can parti-
cipate in the different activities
offered. Participants of the
International Study Tours can be
conductors of the participating
choirs or be individual participants.
In 2010 Europa Cantat in addition
offers 2 International Study Tours
for managers.

In 2010 Europa Cantat will offer four International
Study Tours, two for conductors (connected to the
Singing Week in Lignano, Italy, and to the Nordklang
Festival) and two for managers (to the Choralies and
to the Polyfollia festival).
